 WHEREAS, John Kneib has announced that he will relinquish the title of “Administrator” 

effective December 31, 2019; and 

 WHEREAS, the Township intends to fill that position with a replacement; and 

 WHEREAS, the Township believes it to be in the best interest of the Township to 

continue John Kneib’s employment as a Confidential Aide to the Township to aid and assist in 

the transition of administrators; and 

 WHEREAS, John Kneib has consented to act in that capacity as may be needed and 

determined by and at the direction of the Assistant Township Administrator and/or the Township 

Committee; and 

 WHEREAS, said understanding shall be memorialized by the Separation Agreement 

executed by John Kneib and the Township. 

 NOWTHEREFORE, be it resolved that John Kneib be appointed as a Confidential Aide 

to aid and assist in the transition to a new administrator, as may be needed and as determined 

by and at the direction of the Assistant Township Administrator and/or the Township Committee; 

and 
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 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this appointment shall be for a period of ninety (90) 

days effective January 1, 2020, terminating on March 31, 2020 on the terms and conditions as 

set forth in the Separation Agreement; and 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Separation Agreement and the terms and conditions 

contained therein are hereby authorized, approved and ratified and the Mayor or her designee is 

authorized to execute the Separation Agreement on behalf of the Township.
